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An holistic approach to the Ayurveda medecine

The philosophy of Ayurveda guided by two principles: Purusha and Prakruti. Rachel Guimbaud,
our partner to FIK, summarizd it during a presentation given on the occasion of the General
assembly.

The Sanskrit term of Purusha meaning "man", "male" "person". It is for the ayurvedic therapist
the vital energy activated by the principle of Prakruti. The Prakruti who determines five elements:
the space, the air, the fire, the water and the earth. It is on this balance that rests the concept of the
ayurveda.

The body and the spirit being a combination of these five elements. For Rachel Guimbaud, to
know the constitution of the human body and to work on the management of the internal imbalance
it is the base of Ayurveda. Every year, to deepen her knowledge, she moved for six months in the
Global Agni karma private hospital, with Doctor Barot, located on the Gujarat (West India).

The work of this private hospital is developed around the practice of Agni Karma. A medical
technique used to act on the obstruction of veins or the reduction in the fluidity of the blood. And
for exemple, to treat joint pains, the therapist uses the method of thermic cauterisation (Agni
meaning "heat" in Sanskrit). With a metal rod, the therapist delicately burns to the area to be
treated. Then he cauterizes with an antiinflammatory cream specially developed by experts' team of
the private hospital. This method having showed its ability, the seminaries of Doctor Barot and his
Greek colleague, Doctor Kostopoulos, are now relieved all over the world.
